The top eight percentage pitchers from the classes A, B & C in the 40’ division will advance to the 40’ champion-
ship class.  Also, the top eight percentage pitchers from the classes A, B & C in the 30’ adult division will ad-
vance to the 30’ championship class.  They will compete for the same prize fund in each division and will play 
an 8 player round robin on Sunday afternoon.  In the event of a rain out of the first round of play, the champion-
ship classes will be pitched as scheduled and the top eight players at each distance (according to entering 
ringer %) will be automatically seeded as the championship classes in each division.  We have again added a 
substantial amount of money to the prize fund to attract additional players. We also expect to have one of the 
best fields in the championship classes that we’ve ever had. The above payouts, as listed, are already guaran-
teed and we are continuing to seek additional sponsorship funding through program ad sales, ticket sales, etc.
